Scholarship

You are asked to indicate
your choices on the digital
application form.

These options will be
discussed at interview, as will
the many extra curricular
opportunities available.

The choices gu make at this
stage are not binding. You
can change your mind
although you need to be
aware that the option blocks
will become fixed eventually
and some courses may be
oversubscribed.

You must contact Ms Turner
directly if you want to discuss
achange of options. If the
course you opt for is
oversubscribed you could be
asked for a second choice.

Similarly, if an option is
undersubscribed then it may
not run so we
alternative. An offer of a
Sixth Form place is depender
on your attaning the required
grades at GCSE, as are place
on individual courses.

You are advised to read the
course guidelines to make
sure a course is suitable. We
would ask you to discuss you
options very carefully with
your teachers to indicate yout
suitabilityfor your choices.

If you have a particular
university course in mind (eg
Law, Medicine), you need to
check that your options are
appropriate. The best way to
do this is to go to the UCAS
website and subject search, ¢
look at university websites.
